Here are some excerpts from a great article by Randy Raysbrook on ways to deepen your rela-
tionship with the Lord. 
 
In my pursuit of God, I have found that with a structured and disciplined Christian life comes the 
potential for routine and boredom.  As my daily spiritual disciplines become mere routine, before 
long they can degenerate into empty ritual, and empty ritual into boredom.  What can I do to keep 
my relationship with God fresh, vital, and meaningful? 
 
I use boredom as a warning sign that my relationship with God may not be healthy.  It may mean 
I need to do  some self-evaluation.  Sometimes there is sin that needs to be dealt with.  Often, 
though, the problem lies in a perfunctory approach to the spiritual disciplines.  Sometimes a 
change in the way I practice the disciplines brings renewed vitality to my Christian walk.  Here 
are some ways Iôve discovered to put zest back into my relationship with God. 
 
Practice Consecrated Negligence 
Like Martha (Luke 10-38-42), some of us are busy doing so many good things we do not take 
time to discern what things are needed.  Take time to analyze your schedule, for the week and 
for the month.  What are you devoting your time to?  What things really matter?  What activities 
have eternal consequences?  Determine what things you can leave out of your schedule without 
harm to yourself or others.  Choose to neglect those for a period of time.  After that time period 
has expired, look back and see if it has made any difference in your life.  Do this exercise several 
time a year. 
 
Get To Know Jesus As A Neighbor 
Imagine that Jesus just moved in next door.  Consider what kind of neighbor He might make.  
What kind of music would He listen to?  Who would drop by to visit Him?  How would He dress, 
eat, play?  Is it hard to answer these questions?  If so, evaluate whether you have an intimate 
knowledge of Jesus as a person with a distinct personality.  You may have a theologically accu-
rate but sterile concept of Him. 
 
Dialogue With God About The Ten Commandments 
God revealed His holy character and standards through the Ten Commandments.  Pray conver-
sationally about each one.  Speak to Him just as you would a good friend.  If you pray about the 
commandment, òYou shall have no other gods before meò (Ex. 20:3), you might say something 
like, ñLord, I know You donôt want me to make anything in my life more important than You.  But 
too often, I do.  At times, I let things crowd You out because they seem to anesthetize me when 
Iôm hurt.  In reality, Iôm always disappointed when I donôt give You first place in my life. Help me 
to identify my idols and destroy them.ò  
 
Donôt be in a rush.  Wait for Him to answer.  His answers may prompt new questions or requests 
on your part. 
 
Ask the Holy Spirit which of these to begin with during 2010.  For additional ideas, look to 
Randyôs article entitled 23 Ways to Jump-Start Your Spiritual Battery in Discipleship Journal, 
Issue 87.
