Wednesday Night Alive  
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Isaiah:  A Devotional Study     
Teacher: Amy Caulder

In the book of Isaiah, God speaks directly to the people He 
loves at a time when they were the most disobedient.  He 
tells on Himself, so to speak, with intimate language and 
deep expression.  Why does He do this?  Isaiah contains 66 
chapters, corresponding to the 66 books in the Old and 
New Testaments, 39 in the first part of Isaiah 
corrresponding to the 39 books of the Old Testament, and 
27 books in the second part of Isaiah corresponding to the 
27 books in the New Testament.  What could this mean for 
us, today?  Studying both the narrative and prophetic 
chapters of Isaiah ushers us into a deeper love and 
understanding of the Sovereign God and His resolute 
commitment to carry each of us into His presence. 
 
Lectio divina is a method of reading the Scriptures 
originated by the church Fathers and consists of listening to 
the tests of the Bible as if one were in conversation with 
God and God were suggesting the topics for 
discussion.  Lectio Divina helps us to cultivate the capacity 
to listen to the Holy Spirit at ever deepening levels of 
attention.  We will be using Godõs direct words in the book 
of Isaiah, corresponding with our chapters studied each 
week, to practice listening to the Holy Spirit through His 
Word.  You are very welcome to join this class to study 
Godõs words and hear from Him!

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EE equips laypeople to make witnessing a way of life.  
Once laypeople are effectively trained to share Christ, 
the fear leaves, knowledge builds confidence, and con-
fidence frees them to share the Good News.   
 
The semester includes book study and hands-on wit-
nessing experience as teams go into homes or on the 
streets in evangelistic outreach.  Gradually, trainees 
learn how to present the Gospel convincingly.  By the 
end of the semester, each trainee is equipped to share 
the whole Gospel presentation. 
 
Two Key Components  
There are two key components to EE.  The first is 
prayer.  Prayer built the EE ministry and prayer sus-
tains it.  Thatõs why each EE participant is encouraged 
to enlist two prayer partners and to pray with them 
each week. 
 
The second is laypeople.  Satanõs greatest deception is 
that the work of evangelism should be done by profes-
sionally trained people. But in 
Acts 8:1-4 we see ordinary lay-
people who were evangelizing.  
Thatõs Jesusõ plan for evangelizing-  
using òordinaryó people.
